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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 As I write this I am sitting in my office, the sun 

pouring in the window, and the high temperature today is 

forecasted to be in the 50õs.  The ground is various shades 

of green, yellow, and brown, with not a single trace of 

white.  Let me remind you of a portion of my article from 

the newsletter for February 2011.  òIf you made a resolu-

tion to shovel more snow, you have had plenty of oppor-

tunities to keep your resolutioné At my house you canõt 

tell we have bushes in front of the house, and our neigh-

borõs fence is barely visible in some spots.  I can now say 

that in addition to using leaf rakes, garden rakes, and as-

phalt rakes, I have used a roof rake (which I didnõt know 

existed until this past month).ó  Wow, what a difference a 

year makes!  Now I am guessing that most of you are 

thankful for the winter we have been having, but there are 

probably a few of you snow lovers thinking back fondly to 

last year.  For you snow lovers out there, this newsletter 

article is for you.  The topic for this monthõs article has to 

do with dazzling white on top of the mountain. 

Okay, this article is not about snow.  For the first 

2/3õs of this month we remain in the season of Epiphany 

which reveals who Jesus is and begins to unveil what He 

has come to do.  The season culminates at its high pointñ

the mountain on which our Lord is transfigured before the 

eyes of Peter, James, and John.  Mark tells us, òhis clothes 

become radiant, intensely white, as no one on earth could 

bleach them.ó  Then also, there on the mountain Moses 

and Elijah appear and talk with Jesus.  There is more to be 

said on this event than can possibly be contained in one 

newsletter article, but as I read this account again the men-

tioning of Moses and Elijah made me think of other 

mountain top events.  You may recall the glory of the 

Lord appearing to Moses on the mountain.  This hap-

pened first at his call to go rescue Godõs people from 

Egypt as the Lord appeared to Moses in a burning bush 

on Mt. Horeb (also called Mt. Sinai).  Then later after God 

brought them out of Egypt the people gathered at the foot 

of the same mountain as Moses went up to meet with the 

Lord at the top of the mountain.  The glory of the Lord 

descended upon the mountain with cloud, thunder, light-

ening, fire, smoke, trumpet blast, and earthquake.  The 

Lord met with Moses there and spoke to Him, giving him 

the Law.  Thinking of Elijah, two mountain top events 

come to mind.  The first takes place on Mt. Carmel along 

the shore of the Mediterranean Sea.  There Elijah faced 

off with 450 prophets of Baal as they each prepared sacri-

fices and called on their God to come down and light the 

offering Himself.  Godõs glory is revealed as He sends fire 

down consuming the water soaked sacrifice as well as the 

rocks and dirt on which it lay.  The second event takes 

place as Elijah has fled for his life to none other than Mt. 

Horeb/Sinai.  On the mountain there is a mighty wind, 

earthquake, fire, and finally a low whisper, and the Lord is 

in the whisper. 

 These mountainous events stand tall in the back-

ground as once again God descends on the mountain to 

speak and reveal His glory.  That glory shines through 

Christ who is the fulfillment of all God did and told 

through Moses and Elijah, through the Law and prophets.  

Peter wants to stay and prolong the glorious experience.  

Yet, it is not to be because Godõs glory needs to shine on 

another mountain.  The booming thunderous voice of 

God would once again be a low whisper.  òDonõt tell any-

one about what you saw until the Son of Man rises from 

the dead.ó (paraphrase from Mark 9:9)  Rises from the 

what?!!  The glorious Son of God would be transfigured 

again, òhis appearance was so disfigured beyond that of 

any man and his form marred beyond human like-

ness.ó (Isaiah 52:14b).  It was there on Mt. Calvary as the 

earth shook in total darkness that the glory of the Son of 

God was revealed, the booming voice of Godõs low whis-

per, òIt is finished!ó 

 So, we lift up our eyes to the hills.  Where does 

our help come from?  Our help comes from the Lord!  

And while looking back to the Mt. of Transfiguration and 

to Calvary, we also look forward to the snow white peak 

of Mt. Zion, to the New Jerusalem where we will dwell 

with God cleansed of sin and all evil in beautiful bright 

shining righteousness forevermore!  What an Epiphany!
